Hand prayers

Suitable for:  Everyone

You can make the hand for this activity any way you 
like – by drawing a simple hand-shape on a wall or 
fl oor in chalk and giving people chalk to write their 
names, or printing out a picture or photograph of 
a hand and using pens to write on it. We use large 
printed photographs of hands which are laminated 
so that names can be written in dry-wipe marker, 
allowing the hands to be wiped off and reused.

If you are using this resource with one group, you 
may want to use a more permanent method – pens 
on a paper hand or similar, and keep the image 
with all the names written on it for display in your 
classroom, school hall, youth group room etc as a 
constant reminder of belonging and being known by 
God.
